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ABSTRACT: The pre-school preparatory program is part of the regular pre-
school program that is implemented with the children in the year prior to
school, which has become compulsory since 2006/07. The compulsory
preparatory preschool program gives a new dimension to preschool
education, especially in the system of upbringing and education that
integrates nine years of compulsory education. This paper presents an
analysis of the impact of the introduction of the Preparatory Preschool
Program, that is, the basic parameters on which the quality of PPP and its
effects in relation to children for schooling depends. The theoretical and
value postulates of the new conception of PPP are examined through three
starting points, how we see a preschool child, what kindergarten practice we
want, and what kind of preschool education we believe in. The reform change
of "Year of the Rise" expects quick results regarding the quality of learning
of preschool children. Therefore, this paper aims to point out conceptual
changes in PPP.
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
