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THE RIGHT TO A FAIR SATISFACTION

-According to the Law on Protection of the Right to a Trial in Due Time- 

Summary 

A fair satisfaction represents one of the modalities of protection of the 

right to a trial in due time. Regulations of the Law on Protection of the Right to a 

Trial in Due Time introduce the request for a fair satisfaction as one of the 

instruments for protection of the right to a trial in due time. The right to a fair 

satisfaction is entitled to parties who have tried to protect their right to a trial in 

due time by the objection for the sake of hastening the procedure or by complaint, 

since it is only after these legal instruments have been used that parties are enabled 

to use an instrument in order to claim a fair satisfaction. The kinds of fair 

satisfaction are: the right to a cash compensation of non-pecuniary damage that has 

been caused to a party by violation of the right to a trial in due time, the right to a 

publication of a written statement of the State Attorney’s Office which determines 

the fact that the party’s right to a trial in due time has been violated, and the right 

to a publication of a verdict which determines that the party’s right to a trial in due 

time has been violated.  

The author in the paper points to the rules related to persons that have a 

right to a fair satisfaction and deadlines that a fair satisfaction can be demanded 
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within. All kinds of fair satisfaction regulated by the law have been analyzed. 

Specific rules to act in accordance with in the procedure for realization of the right 

to a fair satisfaction have also been analyzed in detail.
